Organisers and clubs, 

extraordinary exhibits, traders and service industries grant the visitors a fascinating 

insight into the world of historic motor sports. The special show “British Racing Green 

2009“ resurrects legendary sports cars: the racing cars of Napier & Sohn “Gorden 

Bennett” from 1903 or the Formula 1 Lotus 49 R3 in which Graham Hill had raced – 

these are all painted in the typical British racing green. The Jaguar D-Type which will 

be presented at the car show is a very special exhibit because this car belongs to 

collection of Nick Mason, the drummer of the British rock bank PINK FLOYD,  

 



 

 

 

These are only a few of the highlights which you can expect to see at the Bremen 

Classic Motorshow.
